Cancer deaths in Japan are surveyed by vital statistics, with
100% coverage. The number of cancer deaths in 2005 in Japan
was approximately 326,000. The number of male cancer deaths
was 1.5 times greater than that of female cancer deaths. In terms
of cancer sites, lung was the leading site (23%) for males, fol-
lowed by stomach (17%), Liver (12%), colon (7% ; same rank
when colon and rectum are combined : 11%), and pancreas (6%).
The leading site for females was stomach (14% ; Note that colon
and rectum was the leading cancer death site when combined:
15%), followed by lung (13%), colon (11%), liver (9%), and
breast (8%).
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
