The cumulative lifetime risk of cancer incidence, estimated
based on cancer incidence and mortality data in 2001, is 49% for
males and 37% for females. In other words, one in two Japanese
males and one in three Japanese females are estimated to be
diagnosed with cancer during their lifetime. Similarly, the cumu-
lative lifetime risk of cancer mortality, estimated based on data
in 2005, is 27% for males and 16% for females, i.e. one in four
Japanese males and one in six Japanese females are estimated to
die from cancer.

Lifetime risks of cancer incidence and mortality are both
higher for males than for females. The cumulative cancer inci-
dence risk by 60 years old is higher for females, while it is higher
for males for older age groups. The cumulative cancer mortality
risk is also higher for females by 55 years old, while it is higher
for males for older age groups. The main reason for this pattern
is high risk of breast cancer for middle aged females.

The cancer sites with high incidence risk by 75 years old are:
stomach (6%), colon/rectum (5%), lung (4%) for males; breast
(4%), colon/rectum (3%), and stomach (2%) for females. The
cancer sites with high mortality risk by 75 years old are: lung
(3%), stomach (2%), liver (2%) for males; breast (1%), colon/rec-
tum (1%), and stomach (1%) for females.
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
